Insurance 

Accident Insurance 

⚫ Accident insurance is MANDATORY for all incoming exchange 

students. Students are requested to join and purchase the accident 

insurance plan in addition to their own insurance from their home 

country/university offered by SU. 

⚫ Insurance Fee: NT$ 1,020 for 6 months (NT$170 per month) and will 

be collected upon orientation. 

Health Insurance (Optional) 

⚫ Insurance Fee: NT 500 per month, the content of insurance is in the 

attachment. [NT 3,000 for 6 months (1 semester) / NT 6,000 for 12 

months (2 semesters)] 

The fee is subject to change according to the Group Insurance  

Package and contract every semester.
